Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as 

a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may 

devour:

     5. He will someday have a political representative 

2 Thessalonians 2:9 

Even him, whose coming is after the working 

of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,

2 Timothy 2:4 

No man that warreth entangleth himself with the affairs 

of this life; that he may please him who hath chosen him 

to be a soldier.
