. The Tribulation Saints Identified

A. The timing and 144,000 sealed (7:2-4)

Revelation 7:2-4

2 And | saw another angel ascending from the east, having
the seal of the living God: and he cried with a loud voice to
the four angels, to whom it was given to hurt the earth and
the sea,

3 Saying, Hurt not the earth, neither the sea, nor the trees,
till we have sealed the servants of our God in their
foreheads.

4 And | heard the number of them which were sealed: and
there were sealed an hundred and forty and four thousand
of all the tribes of the children of Israel.




. The Tribulation Saints Identified

B. The twelve tribes minus Dan mentioned (7:5-8)
Revelation 7:5-8

5 Of the tribe of Juda were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe
of Reuben were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Gad
were sealed twelve thousand.

6 Of the tribe of Aser were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe
of Nephthalim were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of
Manasses were sealed twelve thousand.

7 Of the tribe of Simeon were sealed twelve thousand. Of the
tribe of Levi were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of
Issachar were sealed twelve thousand.

8 Of the tribe of Zabulon were sealed twelve thousand. Of the
tribe of Joseph were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of
Benjamin were sealed twelve thousand.




. The Tribulation Saints Identified

B. The twelve tribes minus Dan mentioned (7:5-8)

1. Dan in gross idolatry
Judges 18:30-31
30 And the children of Dan set up the graven image: and
Jonathan, the son of Gershom, the son of Manasseh, he
and his sons were priests to the tribe of Dan until the day
of the captivity of the land.
31 And they set them up Micah's graven image, which he
made, all the time that the house of God was in Shiloh.



. The Tribulation Saints Identified

B. The twelve tribes minus Dan mentioned (7:5-8)
continued
2. Dan central to Israel’s idolatry
1 Kings 12:28-30
28 Whereupon the king (Jeroboam) took counsel, and
made two calves of gold, and said unto them, It is too
much for you to go up to Jerusalem: behold thy gods, O
Israel, which brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.
29 And he set the one in Bethel, and the other put he In
Dan.
30 And this thing became a sin: for the people went to
worship before the one, even unto Dan.

Revelation 7:9-14 - continued

12 Saying, Amen: Blessing, and glory, and wisdom, and
thanksgiving, and honour, and power, and might, be unto
our God for ever and ever. Amen.

13 And one of the elders answered, saying unto me, What
are these which are arrayed in white robes? and whence
came they?

14 And | said unto him, Sir, thou knowest. And he said to
me, These are they which came out of great tribulation,
and have washed their robes, and made them white in the
blood of the Lamb.



. The Tribulation Saints Identified

D. Their comfort (7:15-17)

Revelation 7:15-17

15 Therefore are they before the throne of God, and serve
him day and night in his temple: and he that sitteth on the
throne shall dwell among them.

16 They shall hunger no more, neither thirst any more;
neither shall the sun light on them, nor any heat.

17 For the Lamb which is in the midst of the throne shall
feed them, and shall lead them unto living fountains of
waters: and God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes.



1. The Two Witnhesses

Revelation 11:3-12
3 And | will give power unto my two witnesses, and they
shall prophesy a thousand two hundred and threescore
days, clothed in sackcloth.
4 These are the two olive trees, and the two candlesticks
standing before the God of the earth.
5 And if any man will hurt them, fire proceedeth out of
their mouth, and devoureth their enemies: and if any man
will hurt them, he must in this manner be killed.
6 These have power to shut heaven, that it rain not in the
days of their prophecy: and have power over waters to
turn them to blood, and to smite the earth with all plagues,
as often as they will.



1. The Two Witnhesses

Revelation 11:3-12 — continued
7 And when they shall have finished their testimony, the
beast that ascendeth out of the bottomless pit shall make
war against them, and shall overcome them, and kill them.
8 And their dead bodies shall lie in the street of the great
city, which spiritually is called Sodom and Egypt, where
also our Lord was crucified.
9 And they of the people and kindreds and tongues and
nations shall see their dead bodies three days and an half,
and shall not suffer their dead bodies to be put in graves.



1. The Two Witnhesses

Revelation 11:3-12 — continued
10 And they that dwell upon the earth shall rejoice over
them, and make merry, and shall send gifts one to
another; because these two prophets tormented them that
dwelt on the earth.
11 And after three days and an half the spirit of life from
God entered into them, and they stood upon their feet; and
great fear fell upon them which saw them.
12 And they heard a great voice from heaven saying unto
them, Come up hither. And they ascended up to heaven in
a cloud; and their enemies beheld them.




1. The Two Witnhesses

Zechariah 4:10-14
10 For who hath despised the day of small things? for they
shall rejoice, and shall see the plummet in the hand of
Zerubbabel with those seven; they are the eyes of
the LORD, which run to and fro through the whole earth.
11 Then answered I, and said unto him, What are these
two olive trees upon the right side of the candlestick and
upon the left side thereof?



I1. The Testimony Of God’s Witnesses

Zechariah 4:10-14 - continued
12 And | answered again, and said unto him, What be
these two olive branches which through the two golden
pipes empty the golden oil out of themselves?
13 And he answered me and said, Knowest thou not what
these be? And | said, No, my lord.
14 Then said he, These are the two anointed ones, that
stand by the LORD of the whole earth.



I11. The Trial Of Tribulation Saints

A. Death for their testimony for the Word Of God
Revelation 6:9-11

9 And when he had opened the fifth seal, | saw under the
altar the souls of them that were slain for the word of God,
and for the testimony which they held:

10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, How long, O
Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and avenge our
blood on them that dwell on the earth?

11 And white robes were given unto every one of them;
and it was said unto them, that they should rest yet for a
little season, until their fellowservants also and their
brethren, that should be killed as they were, should be
fulfilled.



I11. The Trial Of Tribulation Saints

B. The type of death

Revelation 20:4

And | saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment
was given unto them: and | saw the souls of them that
were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word
of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither
his image, neither had received his mark upon their
foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned
with Christ a thousand years.



Do Not Refuse The Gospel Now!!

2 Thessalonians 2:10-12
10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in
them that perish; because they received not the love of
the truth, that they might be saved.
11 And for this cause God shall send them strong
delusion, that they should believe a lie:
12 That they all might be damned who believed not the
truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness
